¢ She got to work creating a lighting plan
with Bouyea & Associates based on the

design scheme and floor plan. “A very detailed
lighting plan not only highlights design
details, but it also creates a warm and inviting
space,” she says. To incorporate lighting in

the primary suite, she collaborated with
builders FBN Construction, who renovated
the entire home and added new flooring

in the bedrooms and foyer. Fine designed
dark-stained millwork with a reeded |'r|.'|lfnrrn
and worked with Herrick & Whire to install

it on both the headboard and television walls.
'|h{'_\' then created a millwork "hridgv" ACTOSS
the u:il"u!g to connect the two feature walls,
which allowed for a beautiful center chandelier
and dramatic cove lighting. The intricate
millwork was p:iirl:rj with lll'lh[]]!utt.’ll’.'lj leather
panels and a leather bed frame, designed by
Fine, which not only elevates the space but
also warms it. Integrared nightstands, Holly
Hunt pendane lighting, a floor lamp by
Phoenix Diay, an inviting chaise lounge by
Vladimir Kagan and an end-of-bed bench by
Dakota Jackson complete the look.

Detailed millwork coordinated by
FBN was also added in the living room o
wransform the once plain Jane room intw a
chic and stylish anchor for the condo.
